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Sailability is to enable people with any impairment to sail.

The Instructors are qualified RYA Instructors or experienced sailors, and other support is provided by experienced and trained Volunteers.

We have 4 specially designed dinghies that won’t capsize.  Three have 2 seats for you to learn with an Instructor, and one has a single seat for if and when you get confident enough to sail on your own.

We have a floating pontoon with a hoist to get you in and out of the dinghy if you need it.  We provide life jackets, and a safety boat is always on the water while people are sailing.

Our sessions are an hour long, the first session at 12.20am on Tuesdays between April and October.  We offer a free taster session, then a charge will be made each week you have sailed for new sailors, regular sailors will pay a subscription for the season, this is to hold their regular time slot, then a small fee will be charged for each week you have sailed, billed at the end of the season.
